1. The State Govt., for speedy, balanced and sustaina‘ple*industriai growth in the

State is implementing Industrial Policies right from 1969. Presently, 2009-14

‘Industrial Policy is in force and in order to achieve the vision and mission

statement of the policy several strategies are suggested in the policy. Providing

'World Quality Infrastructure facilities to attract investors to the State, is one of

the important strategy, indicated in the policy. The Govt., has already initiated
various measures in this direction viz., establishment of Land Bank,

development of Sector Specific Zones/ Parks, suppiy of treated sewerage
™ water, construction of UGD & CETP, providing approach roads to Industrial

Areas / Estates, upgradation of critical infrastructure in the existing areas etc.
As explained above, majority of existing areas/estates are lacking these

 facilities. As the majority of the industrial units have obtained absolute sale

deeds, it is difficult to mobilise funds from the existing industrial units.
However, in line with the directions issued from Lok Adalath and also in view
of the necessity, it is inevitable to provide the above facilities to the extent |
possible. In order to provide these facilities, the KIADB/KSSIDC have to be
supported with budgetary provision. Besides, as, indicated in the Industrial
Policy, there is a need to support for development of Private Industrial Areas/
Layouts on PPP model.

Out of the total budgetary provision of Rs.59.66 crore available under
“Industrial Infrastructure Support for Institutions” (Head of A/c 4852-80-004-
0-01- Investment-211) for the year 2013-14, an amount of Rs.29.66 crore will

~ be utilized for this purpose.
