G.S.R. 85.~In exercise vl the powers conferred by section
21 of the Rajasthan Enterprises Single Window Enabling and
Clearance Ordinance, 2010 (Ordinance No. 04 of 2010), the State
Government hereby makes the following rules, namely:-

1. Short title and comirencement.—( 1) These rules may be
called The Rajasthan Enterprises Single Window Enabling and
Clearance Rules, 2011.

2 Thew shall come into force o aud Trom the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definitions.-(1) In these rules unless the context
otherwise requires.-

(a) "Acknowledgement" means the acknowledgement
issued for receipt of compieted application either in
physical or electronic forrnat under these rules;

(b) "Application Form" means the form either in physical
or electronic forma! as prescribed under any Rejasthan
Laws/Orders/Guidelines or as notificd by the State
Government:

(c) "Authorized Officer” means General Manager, District
Industries Centre or an officer authorized by him not
below the rank of District Industries Officer, in case of
Nodal Agency for the District Empowered Commitlce
and an officer authorized by Commissioner, Investment
and NRI (Burcau of Investment Promotion) in case of
Nodal Agency for the Siaie Empowered Commiittee;

(d) "District Empowered Committee" means the committee
constituted under sub-section (3) of section 3 of the
Ordinance;

(e) "Fee" means the fee prescribed under any Rajasthan
Laws/Orders/Guidelines or as notified by the State
Government, for submitting application for permissions/
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no objection certificate/clearance/allotment/consent/
approval/ registration/ Licence and the like:

(f) "Form" means Form appended to these rules;

(g) "Nodal Agency" means the agencies notified under
sub-section (1) or (2) of section 3. as the case may be.
of the Ordinance:

(h) "Ordinance" means the Rajasthan Enterprises Single
Window Enabling and Clearance Ordinance, 2010
(Ordinance No. 04 of 2010);

(i) "Register of Applications" means register of
applications received by the authorized officer either in
physical form or electronic form: '

(1) "Schedule" means Schedule appended to these rules;

(k) "Section" means a section of the Ordinance;

(I) "State Empowered Committee" means the committee
constituted under sub-section (1) of section 3 of the
Ordinance; and

(m) "Time Limit" means the number of working days specified
in Schedule-1 or Schedule-II. as the case may be.

(2) Word or expression used in these rules but not defined
in these rules have the same meaning as assigned to them in the
Ordinance.

3. Application.-(1) Every applicant seeking for clearances
required for establishment of a enterprise shall apply in the
Application Form either in electronic format or in physical format.
Where the clearance is not covered by the prescribed Application
Form, the applicant shall file application in the form specified by
the Government from time to time.

(2) Every applicant seeking for clearance required for
operation of an enterprise before commencement of commercial
production, shall apply in the Application Form either in electronic
format or in physical format. Where the clearance is not covered by
the prescribed Application Form the applicant shall file application
in the form specified by the Government from time to time.
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(3) The Application Form duly filled along with relevant
enclosures. certificates. proof of fee deposit and attachments can
be submitted either in electronic format or in physical format.

(4) All applicants shall furnish the self certification in
Form-1_along with the Application Form.

(5) Before issuing the acknowledgement, the nodal agency.
shall satisty itself that-

(a) all relevant columns of the Application Form are filled

completely:

(b) all the relevant and prescribed documents have been

enclosed:
_(¢) the prescribed fees receipts have been enclosed: and

(d) self certification has been furnished by the applicant.

4. Processing and monitoring of applications at the level
of Nodal Agency.-(1) The authorized officer shall receive the
application form and assist the investor in completing the
application form and he shall issue acknowledgement of completed
application form in Form-2.

(2) Immediately after issue of the acknowledgement the
particulars of the application submitted shall be entered by the
authorized officer in the register of applications.

(3) The Register of applications shall be scrutinized and
verified by the authorized officer at the end of each working day.

(4)The Authorized Officer shall on receipt of application,
within the time specified in these rules. forward the same to the
Competent Authority for disposal within time limit specified in
these rules. The applications so forwarded shall be monitored by
the concerned Nodal Agency.

(5) The Competent Authority shall process the application
and communicate the decision to the nodal agency within the time
limit specified in these rules.

(6) The Application on which the Competent Authority has
taken a decision within the prescribed time limit, the decision so
taken shall be entered into the Register of applications and the
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status of the applications shall be submitted by the Nodal Agency
to the State Empowered Committee or the District Empowered
Comniittee. as the case may be. in the next meeting of the
concerned Empowered Committee.

(7) The Application on which the Competeni Authority has
failed to take a decision within the prescribed time limit, the Nodal
Agency shall place the application before the State Empowered
Committee or the District Empowered Committee. as the case may
be. for consideration in the next scheduled meeting of the
concerned Empowered Committee within the prescribed time limit.
In case the concerned Fmpowered Commitree is unable to meet or
otherwise unable to consider application, placed before it by the
Nodal Agency, immediately. the Nodal Agency shall submit the
application to the Chairperson of the concerned Committee. The
Chairperson of the Commitiee. after recording the reasons in
writing. may decide the application and such decision shall be
placed before the concerned Commitiee in its next meeting. The
decision taken by the chairperson on the application shall be final
subject to the decision of the Committee.

(8) The Nodal Agency of State Empowered Committee
shall receive Application for relaxations. exemptions and
concessions for grant of customized package and seek comments
of the concerned Departments or Authorities. The Nodal Agency
shall submit the application for the customized package before the
State Empowered Committee after the expiry of the period as
specified in these rules for the comments from the concerned
departments or authorities along with the comments received and
even when the comments are not received.

5. Processing and monitoring of applications at the level of
Competent Authority.-(1) The Competent Authority shall, after
receipt of the application from the Nodal Agency for permission, no-
objection  certificate, clearance, allotment, consent, = approval,
registration, enrolment, licence and the like shall consider and take
decision on the application within the time limit specified in these rules.
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(2) The Competenmt Avthority may obtain additional
intormation, which it considers necessary for taking a decision.
trom the applicant. Such additional information can be obtained
only once and for seeking such information the requisition letter
shall be sent througl the Nodal Agency in both the cases of the
applications process i.e. electronically or physically. The applicant
shall submit the additional information to the nodal agency. while
counting the time: limit. the time taken by the applicant in
submitting additional information shall not be counted.

(3) The Competent Authority afier taking a decision on the
application within the specified time limit, shall communicate the
same to the applicant investor and will send a copy of such
communication to the concerned Nodal Agency within a period of
3 days.

t4) In cases of applications in which the Competent
Authority has failed to take a decision within the prescribed time
limit, the Competent Authority shall forward the application along
with the record of processing of the application to the Nodal
Agency within three working days from the expiry of the specified
time limit,

6. Time limits for processing and disposal of
applications.-(1) The time limits for processing and disposal of
applications shall be as specified in Schedule-I or Schedule-II, as
the case may be.

(2) The State Government may by notification in the
Official Gazette, add to or omit from, or otherwise amend or
modify the Schedules appended to these rules and thereupon the
Schedule shall be deemed to have been amended accordingly.

7. Moenitoring.-Status report  of . processing of the
application for permissions and/or customized packages,
concessions, exemptions or relaxations, shall be placed before the
District Empowered Committee and the State Empowered
Committee, as the case may be by the respective Nodal Agency.
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8. Jurisdiction of the State Empowered Committee and
the District Empowered Committee.-(1) The District
Empowered Committee shall be competent to consider and dispose
of the application for permissions for investment proposals up
t0 F10.00 crores.

(2) The State Empowered Committee shall be competent to
consider and dispose  of - the application. for permission for
mvestment proposals above Z10.00 crores.

(3) All applications for customized packages, concessions,
exemptions or relaxations shall be considered by the State
Empowered Commitice and this committee shall submit its
recommendations to the Councii of Ministers.

9. Miscellaneous.-(1) In cases where the decision are taken
by the District Empowered Committee because of the failure of the
Competent Authority to decide the application for permission
submitted by the applicant within the time limit, specified in these
rules. the District Empowered Committee may recommend to the
Government through the State Empowered Committee for
appropriate. action against the concerned Competent Authority
which has failed to decide the application within the specified time
limit, = By

(2) In cases where the decision are taken by the State
Empowered Committee because of the failure of the Competent
Authority to decide on the application for peimission submitted by
the applicant. State Empowered Committee may recommend to the
State Government for appropriate action against the concerned
Competent Authority which has failed to decide the application
within the specified time limit.

(3) The State Government may assign any other function as
it deems proper to the State Empowered Committee and the
District Empowered Committee.

10. Removal of doubt.-If any difficulty arises in the
application or interpretation of these rules. it shall be decided by
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the State Government in the Industries Department whose decision

thereon shall be final.
